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RESUMEN

La fistula entero vesical es la comunicacion entre la vejiga urinaria y el intestino; el
escape de materia fecal y de gases por la via urinaria son signos caracteristicos de
esta comunicacion anormal, detectable facilmente por el paciente. Los segmentos
intestinales que mas frecuentemente se comunican con la vejiga son el recto, el colon,
el sigmoides y el ileon terminal. Se presenta un paciente de 58 afios con antecedentes
de padecer quistes renales bilaterales e hipertension arterial -como dato interesante
se le habia practicado un afio atrds una ureterolitectomia endoscopica- que comenzoé
con episodios de sepsis urinaria a repeticiéon e informd que estaba orinando heces
fecales y que le salian gases por la orina. Se le diagnosticé, después de multiples
examenes complementarios, un diverticulo perforado a vejiga; se le realizé el acto
quirargico (reseccion intestinal y anastomosis término-terminal con cistectomia
parcial) y evolucioné favorablemente.

Enterovesical fistula. Apropos of a case

SUMMARY

The enterovesical fistula is the communication between the bladder and the bowel.
The leakage of fecal matter and gas in the urinary tract are characteristic signs of this
abnormal communication, easily detectable by the patient. The intestinal segments
that most frequently communicate with the bladder are the rectum, colon, sigmoid
colon and terminal ileum. A 58-year-old patient with a history of developing bilateral
renal cysts and hypertension is presented. He began with repeated episodes of urinary
sepsis and reported that he was urinating feces and gases through the urine.
Interestingly, the patient had undergone an endoscopic ureterolithectomy a year ago.
He was diagnosed a perforated diverticulum of bladder after multiple complementary
examinations. He underwent surgery (bowel resection and termino-terminal
anastomosis with partial cystectomy) and evolved favorably.
